11:00am – Load Bus and Trailer, PAS West side by the band room.

11:20am – Depart for Worthington, MN

12:45pm – Arrive in Worthington, MN – Drop off at JBS Field House Parking Lot (700 2nd Ave.) Busses
will leave and go to the end of parade pickup location which is the Worthington High School parking lot
at 1211 Clary Street, (Marine Ave. side of the building). Make sure you have everything you need for the
parade off the bus before it leaves.

1:15pm – Warmup (between JBS Field House and Worthington Fire Station)

1:50pm – Report to step-off location intersection of 10th St. and 1st Ave. near the firestation.

2:00pm – Pipestone Marching Arrows performs in parade competition (8th band of 12) (Unit 53)

Parade takes place downtown Worthington on 10th street. Judging takes place in front of Sanford
Hospital.

3:00pm – March back to bus and change out of uniform

3:30pm – Load Bus and wait for awards. There is no awards ceremony, they will bring results to each bus.

3:45pm – Approximate Departure Time

5:00pm – Approximate Arrival Time Back at PAS
